Page 856: Arnold Harwood was married a second time, May 10, 1860 to Elizabeth C the 

daughter of Frederick and Sarah a Higgins van fleet, to whom four children were born.  Harwood 

was a local M E preacher for a quarter of a century.  [Sarah A Higgins was probably Frederick 

Van fleet's first wife.] 

 

Following from land abstract 

June 7 1832 Peter Gillett of monroe Co NY bought 81.71 acres in Macomb County T1 R12 E 

Section 5 W1/2 of NW 1/4 of sect 5. 



On June 21 1845 Peter Gillett and wife sold to Robert D Smith, isac Barton, Oliver Barton, 

Franklin Ames, Elisha W Halsey, William torry, John king Scott, Alonzo Haight, sylvester w 

royce, Avery Dennison, Orler hitchcock, elijah Johnson, Isaiah Davy, Pollie Jones, George Hixie 

and Obadiah Murry sold land to be laid out in 10 by 30 foot lots for a burying ground.  Later in 

1877 Peter's daughter Nancy and her husband Frederick Van Fleet sold another half acre of land 

to the Warren Union cemetery Assn. 

Apr 30 1859 sold 96 acres to William Gillett. 

Dec 13 1962 sold 33 acres to Benjamin t Bowden 

Feb 16, 1964 Mary Gillett last will Wants to be buried in burying ground adjoining the M. E. 

Church building in Warren. Gave  William Gillett half of money owed by Ben Bowden and half 

of money owed by Ben Bowden to her sister Nancy Van fleet.  Requested her brother William to 

erect tombstones. Gave to Niece sally Walker bed and bedding. and more bed  clothing to niece 

Mary Jane Walker. I give to my friend Eliza A Barton my cupboard and Pork Barrel and rocking 

Chair.  And gave her Beureau to her brother William.

S B Alger of Warren aged 31 was married to Kate Van Fleet of warren aged 25 by Norman Starr 

minister.  Kate was probably a daughter of Frederick Van Fleet by his first wife. 

Peter and Sally Gillett moved from Monroe County  NY to Warren township in 1832.  they 

bought 81.71 acres in section 5 from the government.  Peter was 43 and Sally was 41.  They 

brought with them their three children William 17, Nancy 12 and Mary 8. They build a log cabin 

but replaced it later with a frame house.   

      Sally Gillett died in 1851 and Peter seems to have remarried because Julia Gillett “wife of 

Peter Gillett” sold the farm to William Gillett in 1859.  No marriage record was found. 

Peter and family were still living there in 1860.  Julia was gone by 1860.  Was Peter incompetent 

by 1859?  Did Julia die before 1860? 

     Nancy Gillett married W Phineas Walker in 1834 (when she was 14) and had three children 

by him: George, Sally and Mary Jane Walker.  However Phineas had died by 1850 because in 

that census Nancy and her three Walker children were living with Peter and Sally and their 

daughter Mary.  Nancy married Frederick Van Fleet in 1853 when she was 33 and he was 40.  He 

must have been married before [Sarah A Higgins?] because in the 1860 census Nancy and 

Frederick were living on the farm with their two children Abram and Pearly Ett; Nancy's 

daughter, Mary Jane Walker, and Frederick's son Jediah.   

Peter Gillett and his daughter Mary were also living there.  [Second wife Julia must have died.] 

     Mary Gillett never married and died in 1863 at age of 39.  Her will gives us a lot of 

information about the family.  It seems that Peter, who died in 1862, left his farm to his three 

children: William got the north 40 acres, mary got the middle 33 acres and Nancy got the south 

22 acres.  Mary sold her 33 acres to Benjamin Bowden Dec of 1862 taking a mortgage from him 

for the cost.  Upon her death in 1863 she left half of the proceeds from Bowden to her Brother 



William and the other half to her sister Nancy, reserving some money for tombstones. 

     William Gillett doesn't appear in the censuses until 1870.  Since he was born in 1815, he was 

35 at the time of the 1850 census and was not living at home.  He married Jane ____ and the 

oldest child living with them in 1870 was born in 1854.  He didn't receive the north 40 acres of 

his father's farm until 1862.  We still don't know where he lived before that time. He was still 

living on the north 40 acres in 1880, but by 1895 his farm belonged to a Miller.  William and 

Jane had four children living at home in 1870 but it is very likely that they had older children no 

longer living at home, and they were probably married before 1853. 

  By 1880 Nancy and Fred4erick Van Fleet were living alone on the farm.  Frederick must have 

died 

by 1889 because in that year Nancy sold the farm to Abram Van Fleet [her son] of Utica for 

$1500. Abram in turn sold Nancy one acre of land on the E ½ of the SW ¼ of Section 4 in 

Warren township about 1 ½ miles east of the Gillett farm for $900.  Abram and Anna Van Fleet 

sold the farm to Charles R Kidd on a land contract for $1800.  They don't appear to have lived 

there at all.
